•	 The Division of Human Rights will investigate 

and may present the case in a public 
hearing.

•	 If a violation of the New York State Human 
Rights Law is found, remedies can include 
civil fines and penalties, changes in policies 
and practices, education and training, 
damages for victims, and more.

WHAT HAPPENS NEXT?
•	 The Response Team will document the 

incident for anonymous reporting, and 
connect you with resources and referrals,  
or engage with community partners to  
provide conflict resolution, restorative  
justice, or advocacy.
